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 County Committees:  The Farm Service Agency county/area committees are 
responsible for the administration of Federal farm programs at the local level. 
 
Committee Nominations Open:  Nominations for candidates to run for the Farm Service 
Agency county committee election representing producers in Local Administrative Areas 
(LAA’s) three and five will be accepted through August 1, 2011.  LAAs are election areas.  
Elections are held each year to elect or re-elect a member(s) whose term will expire. 
 
The Clinton FSA Service Center will be holding an election for persons to represent LAA’s 
3 and 5 beginning January 1, 2012.  LAA 3 includes:  North boundary – Carlisle County; 
East Boundary – Obion Creek to Cane Creek; S to Hwy 123; E 1 Mile to Hwy 239; S to 
Fulton County line; South Boundary – Fulton County; West Boundary – Mississippi River; 
including Wolf  Island.  LAA 5 includes:  beginning at a line drawn N and S with Hwy 1120; 
extending west to the end of the county including the Kentucky Bend; South boundaries 
are Obion and Lake Counties in Tennessee and on the North by the Mississippi River and 
the Hickman County line. 
 
Nomination Forms:  All nomination forms must be postmarked or returned to the Clinton 
FSA Service Center no later than August 1, 2011.

Green River Conservation Reserve 

Enhancement Program (CREP) 
 
CREP is a part of the Conservation Reserve 
Program (CRP) administered by the Farm 
Service Agency.  CREP projects are 
enhanced through federal, state and local 
partnerships.  The partnerships are Kentucky 
Department Fish and Wildlife, Kentucky 
Department of Conservation, Natural 
Resources Conservation Service, The Nature 
Conservancy, Soil and Water Conservation 
Districts and the Kentucky Division of 
Forestry.  Land enrolled under a CREP 
project may receive increased cost-share and 
numerous other financial incentives.  Annual 
rental payments paid over a 10-15 year 
period are paid on each acre enrolled at a 
rate that is often double the rate paid on 
acres enrolled under normal CRP provisions.  
 
The Kentucky Green River CREP has 
recently been expanded.  The expansion not 
only expanded the boundaries of the original 
CREP area to include 6 new counties (Allen, 
Butler, Grayson, Logan, Simpson and 
Warren) but also expanded the existing 
boundary in Barren and Edmonson counties.  
Included in the expansion was an increase in 
the maximum eligible buffer width on 
Riparian Buffers on specific streams.  In 
addition, two new practices have been added 
to the list of eligible conservation practices 
within the CREP area.   
 
Persons eligible to offer land are owners or 
operators who have owned or operated the 
land a minimum 12 months. To be eligible for 
enrollment, cropland must have a history of 
being planted or considered planted to an 
agricultural commodity during 4 out of 6 
years, 1996 – 2001.   Marginal Pastureland 
may be enrolled in specific practices if all 
classification criteria are met for the 
classification of marginal pastureland.
