ADDENDUM FOR BIOMASS CROP ASSISTANCE PROGRAM (BCAP) APPLICATIONS
(ESTABLISHMENT AND ANNUAL PAYMENTS) IN PROJECT AREAS 2, 3,4 and 5

To qualify as an eligible producer for plantation acreage enrollment. a landowner or operator must present (heir wrillen
production agreement to the Farm Service Agency. The agreement must provide for the planting. production and harvesting
of the giant miscanthus thizomes, according to the specialized agronomic lechnology developed by the agreement parties.

The production agreesments between the producer and a third-party must include the following:
+ the planting of only the “Tllinois Clone™ cultivar of giant miscanthus;
» ratc of rhizomes per acre to be planted. consistent with the BCAP Project Arca Mitigation and Monitoring Plan:

* agreement that cultivar is approved for planting through the Chio Seed Tmprovement Association's Quality
Assurance progran

* agreement to mounitor, report and allow for evaluation of and response to the potential spread of the miscanthus
bevond the field perimeter. consistent with the BCAP Project Area Moniloring and Mitigation Plan:

* commitment for a delivery to a biomass conversion facility: and

* commitment to participatc in training and information scssions consistent with the BCAP Project Arca Mitigation
and Monitoring Plan.

Contract participants must also agree to:

+ not plant giant miscanthus on certain acreage within approximately 1.300 feet from any known Aliscanihus sinensis
or Miscamthus sacchariflorus in order to limit the potential for cross-pollination resulting in viable seed.

e protect planted fields with buffer zones to help ensure control of (he spread of unwanted rhizomes, seeds or other
plant material outside of the established planted field area. These buffer zones must be established at least 25 feet
from the edge of the planted ficld.

s the terms and conditions of conservation practices sct forth in NRCS Conservation Plan.

* 1ol destrov biomass crops by tilling. building structures such as homes, barns, sheds, or using the contract acreage
for other (han its intended purpose of biomass harvest or other typical grassland production operations. these actions
shall result in tenmination from the BCAP program. The contract holder will be required to refund all monies
received for all annual pavments and cost sharc payments plos interest and a 23 percent liquidated damage penalty
based upon the annual rental rate per acre.
